During the 2009/10 year Athletics Masterton (AM) continued to be a major and important sporting club within the Wairarapa and the Wellington Region. We continue to attract and provide events for the competitive and not so competitive athletes of the region. Our members across all three disciplines continue be effective in provincial and national events, as is highlighted in the section reports below. Our club members continue to receive strong community recognition for their efforts. Within our club we have national and provincial representatives and several national medallists in various grades.

I was fortunate enough to attend several of the track & field event nights this year. It is pleasing to note that the section has a solid core of helpers to ensure club nights and activities take place, this group was well led by Tony Creagh and Adrian Greig. Sometimes it was like watching organised chaos but events were well run and kids were enjoying their events, what more can you ask for. All parents should be aware that the T & F section does rely on additional helpers on club nights and parents should consider where they could help. Remember we’re a sporting club, not baby sitters. As a helper experience is not necessary, just a willingness to assist where you can. I would also like to record the clubs thanks to Mark Harris who has assisted the T & F section and many of the athletes this year.
Cycling and harriers are also functioning well with good club member support, however it must be remembered that it takes a solid effort by many to make these sections work. Occasionally it may be worth asking if you can help out behind the scenes with, setting courses, timing and recording of events etc. If you’re injured don’t stay home, come and help out on the sideline.

To get an indication of how well the rest of our club members are performing you only need to read the section reports attached below. Thanks to Gail Edwards, Tony Creagh and Pete James for providing such comprehensive section details. 
Motivated committees and high achieving club members meant Athletics Masterton regularly featured in the local news media. However while Athletics Masterton has a high community profile, I believe we are a club for all abilities. It is my opinion that the success of a club is achieved by the participation of all members not just the recognition of the fittest, strongest or fastest. Success should not always be judged by finishing in the top three, personal goals, participation and enjoyment is just as important and I don’t think people should avoid entering events because they think they will be last or hold things up. We hold our events for all competitors not just the front three.

I can advise that the committee has received $6,000 in grants this year which are not normally applied for. These funds were used to assist the following,

· Purchasing of a new club trailer ($5,000). 
· Assistance for new cycling uniforms ($1,000).

Grants were received from Trusthouse for

· Travel assistance funding for four members who achieved National selection for overseas events ($2,000).
· To organise the Trusthouse road and cross country series ($2,000).
Our current committee is keen to ensure that some financial assistance can be made for club members on a case by case basis; this year over $6,000 ($4k club, $2k Trusthouse) was awarded to assist with the travel costs of high performing athletes and coaches. This not only helps an individual to compete and reach their potential, it also rewards their efforts and continues to raise the profile of our club. However nothing is ever a free ride and it is expected that all recipients assist the club in various ways where possible. I can also advise that during the year the committee has developed a set of guidelines to assist them when awarding grants to members.
This ninth committee has worked together extremely well, which has made my role very easy.  While attendance at some monthly meetings has been difficult due to work and family commitments, the following members have worked hard with the best interests of the club at all times and to that extent I wish to thank:

Kerry Hare has advised he is stepping down as harrier delegate after two years, due to work commitments and difficulties attending meetings.  I wish to thank Kerry for his input over that time. However I’m sure Kerry will still be able to continue his running with the section.

Tony Creagh has notified that he will be stepping down as the track and field delegate. I wish to thank Tony for his three years on the Athletics Masterton committee and the many hours he has put in for his section. His input will be a sorely missed, however I wish him well in his retirement and hopefully he can have more time to watch, enjoy and to support his talented children.
Adrian Greig will also be stepping down as a co-opted committee member after two years. Adrian’s given tremendous service to the club during his time and this is expanded upon in Tonys section report. 
An important factor of a healthy club includes the opportunity for an administrator to resign from a club position without feeling guilty and also knowing that there is someone else willing to step into their shoes. Club members should always consider where they can help, “many hands make light work” and without this the clubs future would not be so secure. All members who are considering making themselves available need to do so in the knowledge that while the work load isn’t great it is still a 12 month commitment and they need to be prepared with an open mind, to work in a manner so the club can accrue the greatest benefit of their inputs. 
Many thanks are extended to Graeme Roberts, for updating our website.  This has made it much easier for members and those seeking information about our club to find that information. Our site can be found at www.athleticsmasterton.org.nz
Special thanks to Judy Brown for her radio presentations each Saturday morning, Judy does a lot of homework to ensure all three sections, their activities and results are broadcast to the Wairarapa.
Thank you to Jane Flowerday, the club custodian. Jane regularly spends many hours cleaning the club rooms and ensuring they are tidy and hygienic for all members. To assist Jane, all sections are asked to thoroughly clean the clubrooms after they have used them. I’m sure Jane doesn’t really enjoy tidying and cleaning after others, so I would appreciate your considerations. Thankfully Jane has advised she will continue in her custodians’ role for the next year. 

Well done to Sue Lyttle, who put a great deal of effort and time into the purchase of the new club trailer, value $8,000. Sue visited other clubs and checked out their resources and looked to make improvements. The trailer is also ideal for the marathon and any other event where timing is required. Sue has since had the trailer emblazoned with suitable signage and our cyclist will be easily recognisable on away trips. Following his death, John Eccles has made one last donation to the club of $1,000, this trailer will carry a plaque remembering John.

It is appropriate that I remind everyone that the administrators and helpers from the committee and all the sections do their work on a voluntary basis. These people generally give up their time and do sacrifice some of their own participation for others because they have a passion for our sport. The best way to help these people stay motivated is to lend some assistance when required. However if you do have any complains or think some aspects could be improved look to see how you can assist, rather than moaning about it and also be prepared to understand why some things are done the way they are. 
Club membership has again been strong this year, but slightly down on previous years. It is however noted that many members are enjoying the benefits of being able to participate in more than one sport and only having to pay one annual subscription. Recent membership is as follows

Our harriers and cycling equipment continues to be stored in the Newbolds premises in Worksop Road, a situation that is working satisfactory. 

It is now timely to remind members that our financial year commenced on 1 April and subscriptions are now due, these will be set at the AGM. The club is funded by subscriptions and any shortfall in revenue must be made from club events (e.g. Marathon, Tour of the Wairarapa, Trusthouse road and cross country series), rent of the clubrooms, equipment and services or grants. The revenue generated by these events is not guaranteed and is difficult to estimate and maintain. The club also received substantial grants from Trusthouse and Fagan Motors, which ensured our activities, could be continued at a far lower cost than expected. Ultimately the benefits of this funding are passed onto members and we are able to maintain lower annual subscriptions than many similar sized clubs.

Over the last year the club has increased the number of loan club singlets available for track & field or harrier members, mainly for use in inter-club events by junior members who could rapidly grow out of expensive uniforms. It is important that these are returned promptly so they can be shared amongst all members. 
Club registration fees for 05/06 and 06/07 years averaged approximately $2,700 per year. In 07/08 our club registration and affiliation fees were$5,592, during 2008/09 the registration fees were $6,781 and for the 2009/10 years the affiliation fees were $6,647. These fees are generally linked to the number of members the club has. Over the last 12 months we’ve had 25 less members but only $134 less affiliation fees.  
We experienced large affiliation increases last year from Athletics NZ and from Bike NZ for individual registration fees, as a result of those increases, fees for cyclist were approved, based on the level of competition that the individual wished to participate. Bike NZ has not indicated unreasonable fee increases for the coming year, however Athletics Wellington has advised the new fees for the 2010/11 year and they include another significant increase for members, (up by $22.50 for adult members) which I find difficult to justify. As a result of this increase the committee propose a fee structure for T&F and harrier members similar to cycling, where those who wish to compete at centre or national levels pay the additional costs.  
The outgoing committee recommends that subscriptions be set for the 2010/11 year similar to the 2009/10 year but to take into account the increased costs of registration for Athletics NZ.

Membership for Athletics Masterton (Athletics, Cycling and Harriers) is due 1 April, annually. 

· Harriers and Athletics annual registration with Athletics NZ lasts from 1 April to 31 March.

· Cycling registration night is held in September prior to the oncoming season. The Bike NZ annual licensing period is 1 January to 31 December.

There is no entry fee for Athletics or Cycling events but the membership fee is required once you have raced three club nights. Entry fees for Harrier events to cover series costs are as follows,

· Cross Country or Road Series:  $2 per event for members and juniors, $5 per event for non-members

· Trophy Series and Championship events: Members free and gold coin donation for non members

Our recommendation will not cover all costs but it is feasible to expect some continued alternative revenue sources, however it is unknown at what level to expect. 

 The benefits for people who renew their club membership are as follows;

· Membership ensures the clubs existence.

· Subscriptions help fund the facilities (clubrooms and track)

· Provides new equipment for event management.

· The existence of a club ensures events are organised locally.

· Allows for participation in 3 sports for one subscription fee.

· Access to national and international events and information is easily available.

· Support for coaching and the sharing of ideas are available.

· Membership offers reduced fees to competitors where applicable.
· The club provides the opportunity for members to compete, train and socialise with like-minded people.

The club does have financial reserves, but we must expect that this reserve be available for future club committees and members. Interest received from this reserve is used to offset club costs. In addition we should not profit excessively from community charity trusts, fee-paying competitors or our sponsors. It is pleasing to report that the club financial performance is operating soundly and many thanks are extended to Ray Haste, who as club treasurer spends many hours ensuring accurate accounts for the clubs monthly meetings in which sensible decisions can then be made. Thank you also to Graeme Tindall, the clubs auditor for reinforcing the integrity of Rays accounts.

The financial position of the club is $1,000 ahead of last year, we are more or less operating within our means, however we did experience extremely good fortune with the marathon and made approximately $5,000 more than most good years.

On 8 May 2010, sadly Len Frances passed away. Len was a life member and contributed to our club for over 75 years. Len had a tremendous commitment to serve the community, not only in harriers and athletics, but also Heart Foundation, Rotary and other committees and special events. Len was one of the leaders when the Sports Bowl was first established many years ago, motivating athletes and Rotary members to work together for a community good. In recent years Len was the club timer, with two stop-watches around his neck he stood in allsorts of weather. A real club man, who will be sorely missed. 
In closing I offer my congratulations to all the many club members for their efforts over the year. I express many thanks to all those who ran, jumped, threw, cycled, marshalled, time kept, recorded, made tea, gave results to the newspaper, internet or radio, marked courses, came last, came first, encouraged or just watched; our sport needs you all. And in conclusion I wish you well for the 2010/11 season and hope that you enjoy yourself and achieve any goals you set yourself.

Track and Field Annual Report

The Wairarapa Schools Championships were unfortunately scheduled on a Wednesday again this year. Many of our club night helpers had their kids competing in this, and as they supported their kids, this effectively rendered what was scheduled as a Championship night to a no results fun night.

I am pleased to report that several of our elite athletes, who due to their specific training requirements don’t actually compete on a club night, but did consistently, turn up and help run events (Molly Creagh, Stevie Paine, Laura McKenna and Josh Greig). This was supplemented by a smaller than usual group of senior athletes also taking responsibility for helping other groups.

Parent help this year was much better than recent years and helped produce a fun time for the kids and themselves.

Our numbers as usual fell away steadily as the season progressed, we think due to kids tiredness, competition from other sports and school events (galas) etc. So in the New Year with three weeks to go our attendance was halved and a wet night on the week before the final prize giving resulted in a lower than usual turnout at the prize giving, however the prize giving was still fun.

The Trusthouse Summer Series managed by our series coordinator Conrad McCaffrey and helpers, saw 134 competitors, including 34 walkers, 9 juniors and 20 midgets participate. Rangitumau is the race which tests training to the limit but the achievement in accomplishing it, is reward in itself!  The Queen of the Mountain   for 2009 was Sue Bankier and King of the Mountain once again, Graeme Butcher. Ian Ellis was the winner of the Brain Hamlin memorial trophy for the first C grader winner.
